Attack and Do Not Refrain!

Matt 11:12 From the days of John the Baptist until now, the kingdom of heaven has been forcefully advancing, and forceful men lay hold of it. NIV

Eph 6:19 Pray also for me, that whenever I open my mouth, words may be given me so that I will fearlessly make known the mystery of the gospel, 20 for which I am an ambassador in chains. Pray that I may declare it fearlessly, as I should. NIV
I. One of the great benefits for the child of God is his/her relationship with kingdom realities that can put them above the beggarly circumstances of this world.
A. Yes, every human is in this world, but the child of God does not have to be a part of it. They can operate at a higher level than those who do not know God or are controlled by weaker powers.
1. If we will permit the renewing presence of God’s Spirit change our thinking that we will learn to attack those things that try to dissuade us or pull us down to the Devils level. Rom 12:2 Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God's will is — his good, pleasing and perfect will. NIV
2. We must learn to be spiritually forceful in our approach in this world and those things that touch our lives. Actually, there really isn’t any room for pacifistic thinking in the Christian walk when it comes to standing against sin, moral decline, or ignorance of God and His ways.
3. We must demand from ourselves a greater degree of fearlessness then we normally do.  When you are in a war for eternity’s prizes you can’t sit and do nothing nor permit yourself the luxury of laziness.
B. When you realize the enemy’s attacks you must counter it with those weapons God has given you. 2 Cor 10:3 For though we live in the world, we do not wage war as the world does. 4 The weapons we fight with are not the weapons of the world. On the contrary, they have divine power to demolish strongholds. 5 We demolish arguments and every pretension that sets itself up against the knowledge of God, and we take captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ. NIV
1. Our weapons are faith, prayer, praise, and God’s word.

a. These weapons see things the way they should be and then declare it so.

b. These weapons speak to God and get His response.
c. These weapons focus on something and someone greater then self trust His power and wisdom.

d. These weapons understands God’s wisdom and knowledge and seek it out in each circumstance.
II. When we attack the enemy and use our weapons we must not be double minded nor accept anything that God declares we will receive from our efforts and His promise. James 1:6 But when he asks, he must believe and not doubt, because he who doubts is like a wave of the sea, blown and tossed by the wind. 7 That man should not think he will receive anything from the Lord; 8 he is a double-minded man, unstable in all he does. NIV
A. Double mindedness makes one weak because it has nothing of value to hold onto. Double mindedness will accept any result that pleases the flesh, but the child of God will only accept the results that God has declared as holy, proper and right; there is no room for compromise, it demands God’s way and purpose.
1. Double mindedness always brings confusion because it can not see into the realm of spirit and see those things that await those who stand fast with God. Heb 10:35 So do not throw away your confidence; it will be richly rewarded. 36 You need to persevere so that when you have done the will of God, you will receive what he has promised. 37 For in just a very little while, "He who is coming will come and will not delay. 38 But my righteous one will live by faith. And if he shrinks back, I will not be pleased with him." 39 But we are not of those who shrink back and are destroyed, but of those who believe and are saved. NIV
2. It is important that we do not linger in our advancement toward the right path, right approach, and right response when the enemy tries to bring us down.  Sitting and doing nothing when we can always us our faith to overcome is a sin. James 4: 17 Anyone, then, who knows the good he ought to do and doesn't do it, sins. NIV
B. Know this, your confidence and your advancement toward those things that are right and holy will be reward; it is a promise. Heb 10:35 So do not throw away your confidence; it will be richly rewarded.
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
