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Roma 8:18 (KJS) For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time [are] not worthy [to be compared] with the glory which shall be revealed in us. 19 For the earnest expectation of the creature waiteth for the manifestation of the sons of God. 20 For the creature was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by reason of him who hath subjected [the same] in hope, 21 Because the creature itself also shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption into the glorious liberty of the children of God. 22 For we know that the whole creation groaneth and travaileth in pain together until now. 23 And not only [they], but ourselves also, which have the firstfruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting for the adoption, [to wit], the redemption of our body. 

Matt 24:42 (KJS) Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour your Lord doth come. 43 But know this, that if the goodman of the house had known in what watch the thief would come, he would have watched, and would not have suffered his house to be broken up. 44 Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an hour as ye think not the Son of man cometh. 

I. Expectation can cause great anticipated joy or fearful discomfort of mind and soul.

A. God wants us to eagerly watch and expect great things and be prepared for anything. What is your expectation; is it good or bad?
1. If you expect good and blessings, then your heart will be full of peace.

2. If you bad, then your heart will be cynical and fearful of life and tomorrow.

B. God wants you to be at peace with great expectation of His blessing, provision, and protection.

1. His will is to bless you!  Acts 3:26 (KJS) Unto you first God, having raised up his Son Jesus, sent him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from his iniquities. 
2. His purpose is to improve you!  1Pet 5:10 (KJS) But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, settle [you].
3. His plan is to work with you!  1Cor 3:9 (KJS) For we are labourers together with God: ye are God's husbandry, [ye are] God's building. 
C. What have you based your expectation on?  Is it the world or the glorious hope that is set before you, as one of God’s children?

1. Keep in mind, you are a child of God, therefore, the glory of God will be revealed in you.

II. The great expectation that God wants you to have is the return of His Son.

A. Expect His return at any moment!

1. The expectation should purge you from unrighteousness.

2. Heavenly expectation can keep us from worldly fulfillment 

III. Expect the Holy Spirit to guide, control, and interject God’s will into you life.  Roma 8:26 (KJS)  Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered. 27 And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what [is] the mind of the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints according to [the will of] God. 
A. Our weakness are ever present, therefore, we need supernatural input to strengthen us.

1. The Holy Spirit gives strength in place of weakness – expect it!

2. The Holy Spirit intercedes for us when we don’t know what to pray – expect it and the results!

3. The Holy Spirit guides us into all truth – expect revelation knowledge when needed!

IV. Great expectation and confidence is always rewarded!  Hebr 10:35 (KJS) Cast not away therefore your confidence, which hath great recompence of reward. 36 For ye have need of patience, that, after ye have done the will of God, ye might receive the promise. 37 For yet a little while, and he that shall come will come, and will not tarry. 38 Now the just shall live by faith: but if [any man] draw back, my soul shall have no pleasure in him. 39 But we are not of them who draw back unto perdition; but of them that believe to the saving of the soul. 
A. It is a fact of God, do the will of God and realize the reward of God.

1. Expect God’s will to work on your behalf and you will receive the reaction of that action.

a. Your action of faith causes a reaction of God’s power, plan, and purpose!

B. It is also a fact of God, do unrighteousness and you will reap its reward.  This is a fearful expectation!

1. These rewards (or wages) are a separated life from God and His ways.

2. These wages make the wayward child of God wonder in darkness, without direction, comfort and peace.

C. Expecting God’s best and rewards should cause us to walk circumspectly before God. cir·cum·spect  adj. Heedful of circumstances and potential consequences; prudent.
1. We are heedful of each circumstance and its workings.

2. We are heedful of our actions or lack thereof.

3. We are mindful that God wants to bless, build, and improve us.

As you pray, expect God’s answer!

As you serve God, expect His rewards!

As you love, witness, and share, expect Godly results!
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
