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Ex 19:4 'You yourselves have seen what I did to Egypt, and how I carried you on eagles' wings and brought you to myself. 5 Now if you obey me fully and keep my covenant, then out of all nations you will be my treasured possession. Although the whole earth is mine, 6 you will be for me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation.' These are the words you are to speak to the Israelites." NIV

Matt 4:17 From that time on Jesus began to preach, "Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is near." NIV

Matt 4:23 Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, preaching the good news of the kingdom, and healing every disease and sickness among the people. 24 News about him spread all over Syria, and people brought to him all who were ill with various diseases, those suffering severe pain, the demon-possessed, those having seizures, and the paralyzed, and he healed them. 25 Large crowds from Galilee, the Decapolis, Jerusalem, Judea and the region across the Jordan followed him. NIV

I. The main topic and center of every message that Jesus focused on was the Kingdom of God.

A. He made a point of getting mankind to see that there is something far superior to what we have been accustomed too; and it is the Kingdom of God. God’s Kingdom has been interjected into this earth and creation by His Son.
1. If we fail to see the Kingdom of God and all of its potential in and through us we fail to live to the greatest standard that any human can live.
a. If we fail to understand the Kingdom of God we do not have the power to represent or function to our full potential. Our full potential far surpasses our average daily use and dispensing. 
b. God intended for us to manage and manipulate our life and environment in such a way that we really make a difference in our world
B. Jesus made a point that the only way we can operate in the Kingdom of God is by an inward change that comes by way of faith in Him. John 3:3 In reply Jesus declared, "I tell you the truth, no one can see the kingdom of God unless he is born again." NIV
Matt 7:21 "Not everyone who says to me, 'Lord, Lord,' will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only he who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. NIV

Col 1:10 And we pray this in order that you may live a life worthy of the Lord and may please him in every way: bearing fruit in every good work, growing in the knowledge of God, 11 being strengthened with all power according to his glorious might so that you may have great endurance and patience, and joyfully 12 giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified you to share in the inheritance of the saints in the kingdom of light. 13 For he has rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the kingdom of the Son he loves, 14 in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. NIV
John 3:16 "For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. 17 For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through him. 18 Whoever believes in him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of God's one and only Son. NIV

II. Once we are in the Kingdom of God, or should I say, once the Kingdom of God is within us we can really make a difference. We are then made to do something in the earth. Luke 17:20 Once, having been asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God would come, Jesus replied, "The kingdom of God does not come with your careful observation, 21 nor will people say, 'Here it is,' or 'There it is,' because the kingdom of God is within you." NIV
A. What is that something?
1. We are to change our environment…of death, darkness, and indifference to God.

a. Death of spirit which affects the whole being; spirit, soul, and body. No just for self, but others also.  Eph 2:1 As for you, you were dead in your transgressions and sins, 2 in which you used to live when you followed the ways of this world and of the ruler of the kingdom of the air, the spirit who is now at work in those who are disobedient. NIV
b. Darkness of the ignorance of the Father, Sonship and Family.

· To really show mankind what God is like; He is a “real” Father.

· To get us to realize that we are really sons/daughters of God and not just religious.

· To help people realize that there is a “real” family of love, joy, and peace.
2. To permanently establish the authority of the Father in the earth and to ensure that creation is totally controlled and in willfully submitted to Him. Matt 6:9 "'Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, 10 your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven. NIV
3. To insure that any kingdom that tries to usurp God’s Kingdom is defeated and brought down.

a. To show that through the church the real deal of righteousness, holiness, peace and joy is possible. Matt 16:19 I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven; whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven." NIV
Rom 14:17 For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating and drinking, but of righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy Spirit, 18 because anyone who serves Christ in this way is pleasing to God and approved by men. NIV

III. We are to know that the Kingdom we are a part of is more powerful and glorious than any other. John 18:36 Jesus said, "My kingdom is not of this world. If it were, my servants would fight to prevent my arrest by the Jews. But now my kingdom is from another place." NIV
A. If we would truly believe and function in faithful purpose of Kingdom reality we would truly “know” that nothing can overcome nor defeat us. Heb 12:28 Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us be thankful, and so worship God acceptably with reverence and awe, 29 for our "God is a consuming fire."  NIV
1. A child of God has more going for him/her than the non-believer because we can operate in the same realm and Kingdom that Jesus operates in.
2. Things that can affect and destroy a non-believer should not cause us fear or confusion as we are made superior to their effects through trust in Christ. Luke 10:19 I have given you authority to trample on snakes and scorpions and to overcome all the power of the enemy; nothing will harm you. 20 However, do not rejoice that the spirits submit to you, but rejoice that your names are written in heaven." NIV
a. In other words, relax, exercise your faith, and trust God and His word; by these we will operate in the Kingdom of God!
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
