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Matt 18:18 "I tell you the truth, whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven. 19 "Again, I tell you that if two of you on earth agree about anything you ask for, it will be done for you by my Father in heaven. 20 For where two or three come together in my name, there am I with them." NIV
I. The Kingdom of God operates by some distinct powers, methods, and principles and those who understand their realities will always be successful. This success can not be measured by human standards, but they can be observed. 
A. When the believer realizes what he/she has and then responds accordingly he/she will see the intended results God desires. Those results affect more than just us personally.
1. Our salvation is not intended just to get us to heaven but also for us to make changes in our specific local, family and society. This is done through kingdom function and lifestyle.
2. If we don’t understand or know that which we have for kingdom function and lifestyle we usually are ignorant and divided as to what God wants, intends and permits. Matt 12:25 Jesus knew their thoughts and said to them, "Every kingdom divided against itself will be ruined, and every city or household divided against itself will not stand. NIV
a. When we are saved we enter into a new kingdom, God’s kingdom here on earth. You can’t mix the new kingdom with the old kingdom and get Godly results; that is a divided kingdom!
b. The inner and personal divided kingdom fails to accept scriptures truths, faith’s simple foundations, and God’s commands. 

· It is therefore imperative that we truly believe all of scripture.

· It is therefore imperative that we force our faith to trust God.

· It is therefore imperative that we walk in God’s commands no matter what.

II. In our kingdom walk we have been given two keys that can make us victorious overcomers or vanquished victims. 

A. These keys, binding and loosening, are received through choice and are never forced upon us by God. Matt 16:19 I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven; whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven." NIV
1. We become vanquished victims even before we start if we fail to walk in what God has given us.
2. We are victorious overcomers by proxy (the authority or power to act for another) but must use what we have been given

B. Binding and loosening are probably two of the most personal powerful tools and keys the believer has.

1. Binding first can start with us and then if we don’t change can affect others.

a. If we are bond by sin, doubt, fear, and ungodly willfulness we are prevented from realizing God’s life and freedom.

b. We bind ourselves when we refuse to live Christ like.

c. God is bound by our decisions if we do not let Him into our decisions and lifestyle thereby making it bond in heaven…His hands are tied.

d. We keep others in bondage when we are in bondage because we don’t give them the word, the forgiveness or understanding they need to come to God and accept His ways.

2. Loosening occurs when we disengage from those things that are anti God, anti faith, and anti love.
a. This again is a willful choice and a determined effort based upon God’s word to be free.

b. The only way you can be freed from any bondage is to reveal, repent, remove and restore.
· You loosen yourself and others by revealing those things that brought bondage or sin. You can’t be free if you don’t recognize the problem.
· Once you know the problems or sin then repent and let God forgive and help.

· You must remove yourself or help others to remove themselves from those things that brought the bondage.

· Once you know you are loosed from the bondage then get back to or establish better patterns or habits that once promoted good or will promote good.

III. The true child of God who walks in the kingdom of God can not say he does know, as he really has been give the knowledge of kingdom through God’s word. Matt 13:11 He replied, "The knowledge of the secrets of the kingdom of heaven has been given to you, but not to them. 12 Whoever has will be given more, and he will have an abundance. Whoever does not have, even what he has will be taken from him. NIV
A. To walk in real freedom and not bondage requires us to accept the Bible’s truths and scriptures mandates for holiness and righteousness.
1. Without a desire for real holiness and righteousness you can never truly be loosed and will always have some sort of bondage.
