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John 18:36 Jesus said, "My kingdom is not of this world. If it were, my servants would fight to prevent my arrest by the Jews. But now my kingdom is from another place." NIV

2 Cor 10:2 I beg you that when I come I may not have to be as bold as I expect to be toward some people who think that we live by the standards of this world. 3 For though we live in the world, we do not wage war as the world does. NIV
I. The Kingdom of God does not, and those who are of the Kingdom must not, operate according to worldly methods.
A. If you sincerely believe that you are a Kingdom person and have been ushered into the realm of the Spirit through Jesus’ sacrifice then you must fully accept and walk in its methods and power.
1. Every struggle, confrontation, victory and success must come from and by way of spiritual submission to truth and trust in God.
a. The first truth of submission is this; the Kingdom does not operate by the sword. The sword in all forms (confrontation without love, mercy or gentleness) or demands of rights which only the world recognizes, but not God.
b. The second truth of submission is this; the Kingdom does not operate by legislation of men and worldly power. We must know that which legislates the action of a society or individual are not rules without a change of character, but the inward legislation of a willful surrender to God and His Spirit.
2. But, the methods that really makes the Kingdom of God work on earth is those things that affirm holiness and righteous.
a. The method of assimilation; we are to accept (assimilate) the message of Christ life and lifestyle, and absorb its nourishment to our lives so much so that we become just like Jesus in purpose and life.

b. Teaching is a method; we accept Christ’s teaching and then mimic them as we teach those truths to the world by our lives. Matt 5:20 For I tell you that unless your righteousness surpasses that of the Pharisees and the teachers of the law, you will certainly not enter the kingdom of heaven. NIV
Matt 28:19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age." NIV
c. The method of healing; we are to be the hands of healing to those who suffer; whether our healing is by touch of the flesh or the tender touch of our words and compassion we are to demonstrate the Kingdoms presence to heal all who suffer. Matt 10:7 As you go, preach this message: 'The kingdom of heaven is near.' 8 Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have leprosy, drive out demons. Freely you have received, freely give. NIV
d. The method of ministry; we must give demonstration of the Kingdom of God by ministering to everyone, the good, bad, ugly and indifferent. We are not to bring condemnation, pointing of the finger, or insults of those who are different or un-agreeing. Matth 12:18 "Here is my servant whom I have chosen, the one I love, in whom I delight; I will put my Spirit on him, and he will proclaim justice to the nations. 19 He will not quarrel or cry out; no one will hear his voice in the streets. 20 A bruised reed he will not break, and a smoldering wick he will not snuff out, till he leads justice to victory. 21 In his name the nations will put their hope." NIV
· If we are going to be real Kingdom representatives we must get away from not accepting those who difference on subjects that really don’t lead people to Christ or heaven. If someone believes Jesus is the way to God and truly repents then they are our brother or sister. If someone thinks different than you about something in Scripture and there can be more than one way to see it, then don’t minister hate, discord or negative, but understanding and mercy; let God deal and correct them!
c. The method of dying; we die to self with all its negative and pampering ways, its prideful concentration and demands to be right. Rom 8:13 For if you live according to the sinful nature, you will die; but if by the Spirit you put to death the misdeeds of the body, you will live, 14 because those who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God. 15 For you did not receive a spirit that makes you a slave again to fear, but you received the Spirit of sonship. And by him we cry, "Abba, Father." 16 The Spirit himself testifies with our spirit that we are God's children. 17 Now if we are children, then we are heirs — heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ, if indeed we share in his sufferings in order that we may also share in his glory. NIV When we minister the death of self others see Jesus.
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
