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Rom 5:1 Therefore, since we have been justified through faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ, 2 through whom we have gained access by faith into this grace in which we now stand. And we rejoice in the hope of the glory of God. 3 Not only so, but we also rejoice in our sufferings, because we know that suffering produces perseverance; 4 perseverance, character; and character, hope. 5 And hope does not disappoint us, because God has poured out his love into our hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has given us. NIV
I. Disappointments are a fact of life; there may be many or few for humans, but we must ensure we have the proper focus for those disappointments not to effect us in a negative way.
A. It is always a matter of trust.  Who and what are you trusting in for life?
1. Trust can be like spiritual and emotional cement or it can be a messy glob of worry, emotional roller coaster, or miss placed confidence.
a. The spiritual and emotional cement comes about in us as we determine not to let the circumstances of life rule our joy and contentment.
2. If your trust is in the world, dollar bill, or other humans you will be putting your trust on things that can change with the seasons or political and social environment of the moment.

B. When we fail to see God and His abilities for us we are putting our trust in something that will always disappoint us. Ps 20:7 Some trust in chariots and some in horses, but we trust in the name of the Lord our God. NIV
1. Trusting in the name of the Lord our God must not just be a scripture verse to us it must be a way of life thinking. It helps to look and examine those who have failed and what they trusted in! The loser is always the one who did not trust in God.
2. Trusting in the name of the Lord our God must make us focus on what that name represents.

a. It represents power on your behalf. Fathers will us everything at their disposal to protect and war for their children.
b. It represents eternal security because God will not let us go if we do not want it so. Fathers do not let their children go without a fight.
c. It represents Kingdom authority. Everything in heaven and earth is rapt up in the name of Jesus and by that name it makes us overcomers as He is an overcomer. 
II. It is important to see each and every happening and event that touches our lives as part of the ongoing adventure in Kingdom living. Kingdom living comes as we accept the position we have through Christ Jesus and then move in that reality to see things changed not only for us but for others.
A. You will not be disappointed when circumstances touch you that don’t seem to be good, but see them as growing possibilities. 
1. When these things touch us we can do one of three things; we can run, cower, or confront. 
a. Running only makes you weaker and gives power to the problem or the enemy.

b. Cowering lessens your resolve to be better and usually makes you bitter. 

c. Confronting is the one sure way to overcome.
· Confront with God’s help and God goes to work to make you victorious. Eph 6:13 Therefore put on the full armor of God, so that when the day of evil comes, you may be able to stand your ground, and after you have done everything, to stand. 14 Stand firm then,… NIV
· Confronting with the mind set that God has made you a conqueror will promote hope and faith. Romans 5:5 And hope does not disappoint us…
B. Yes, walking and living in Kingdom thinking is an adventure because God has made us fellow workmen/women with Him to realize His perfect plan for creation.
1. Disappointment can not take root if we will truly see that everything that happens to us can work for our good and God’s glory.  Rom 8:28 And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been called according to his purpose. 29 For those God foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the likeness of his Son, that he might be the firstborn among many brothers. 30 And those he predestined, he also called; those he called, he also justified; those he justified, he also glorified. NIV
2. Because we are fellow workmen/women with God we can look for His counsel and input into each and every happening in life. Prov 15:22 Without counsel purposes are disappointed: but in the multitude of counsellors they are established. KJV God, obviously, is the main counselor we must go to, but there are others God has given us for help.
a. First is God.
b. Second is your spouse if married or your parents if single.

c. Third is your Christian friends. This would include your pastor, Christian teachers and counselors.
Ps 22:3 Yet you are enthroned as the Holy One; you are the praise of Israel. 4 In you our fathers put their trust; they trusted and you delivered them. 5 They cried to you and were saved; in you they trusted and were not disappointed. NIV
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
