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Matt 9:28 When he had gone indoors, the blind men came to him, and he asked them, "Do you believe that I am able to do this?" "Yes, Lord," they replied. 29 Then he touched their eyes and said, "According to your faith will it be done to you";  30 and their sight was restored. Jesus warned them sternly, "See that no one knows about this."  NIV

John 9:35 Jesus heard that they had thrown him out, and when he found him, he said, "Do you believe in the Son of Man?" 36 "Who is he, sir?" the man asked. "Tell me so that I may believe in him." 37 Jesus said, "You have now seen him; in fact, he is the one speaking with you." 38 Then the man said, "Lord, I believe," and he worshiped him. NIV

Rom 10:5 Moses describes in this way the righteousness that is by the law: "The man who does these things will live by them."  6 But the righteousness that is by faith says: "Do not say in your heart, 'Who will ascend into heaven?'" (that is, to bring Christ down) 7 "or 'Who will descend into the deep?'" (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead). 8 But what does it say? "The word is near you; it is in your mouth and in your heart," that is, the word of faith we are proclaiming: 9 That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you confess and are saved. 11 As the Scripture says, "Anyone who trusts in him will never be put to shame."  NIV
I. One very important thing that each child of God must come to grips with is what they believe to be true or not. Obviously, if you really don’t believe a certain thing you won’t or can’t be a recipient of its power, benefits or good.
A. It really does make a difference what you believe! And it does matter to what degree you believe it.
1. Jesus basically mentioned that if you are wishy-washy in your faith and belief you won’t get anything.  Matt 21:21 Jesus replied, "I tell you the truth, if you have faith and do not doubt, not only can you do what was done to the fig tree, but also you can say to this mountain, 'Go, throw yourself into the sea,' and it will be done. 22 If you believe, you will receive whatever you ask for in prayer." NIV
Mark 11:22 "Have faith in God," Jesus answered. 23 "I tell you the truth, if anyone says to this mountain, 'Go, throw yourself into the sea,' and does not doubt in his heart but believes that what he says will happen, it will be done for him. NIV
2. Doubt must be dealt with or it will ruin faith, trust, and assent (concurrence). How?
a. By a constant mental and soulful affirmation of the truth of God’s word and a declaration of those facts from your mouth.

b. You can not say you believe one thing and then totally deny those things by giving into doubt or the opposite action when dealing with those things. Your belief, your words, and your actions must be in a harmonious marriage of faithful follow through. 
II. We must walk in a receptive affirmation of God’s promises, God’s methods, and God’s reality for those who are His children.

A. We are receptive to God’s promises, methods, and reality when we just plain believe and refuse to believe anything else…period.

1. This starts by being receptive to your being a son or daughter of God through the new birth in Christ Jesus. You must accept the fact that you are His child.  Do you?
2. If you are receptive to your position in God’s family then you can affirm or reaffirm the reality of what you have received and the state of your being always.

B. After we are receptive to our position and the state of our being in Him we must (make sure you understand that you MUST!) affirm that reality by faith, will, words and actions.
1. You won’t be the beneficiary of your inheritance if you won’t confess and then carry through.

2. Your faith must rest in Jesus’ sacrifice for you and what that did to bring you forgiveness, freedom and healing.

3. Your “will” must continually demand righteousness and holiness.

4. Your words must fall in line with your faith and will.

5. Your actions must mimic what you believe.

III. It is good that we remember that which we are and have through the new birth.

A. We are children of God. 1 John 3:Dear friends, now we are children of God, and what we will be has not yet been made known. But we know that when he appears, we shall be like him, for we shall see him as he is. 3 Everyone who has this hope in him purifies himself, just as he is pure. NIV
B. We are saved. Eph 2:8 For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith — and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— NIV
C. We are healed. 1 Peter 2:24 He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that we might die to sins and live for righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. NIV
Isa 53:5 But he was pierced for our transgressions, he was crushed for our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed. NIV

D. We have all our provisions. Phil 4:19 And my God will meet all your needs according to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus. NIV
E. We can do. (Put in there whatever you must do). Phil 4:13 I can do everything through him who gives me strength. NIV
F. We speak to any obstacle and it must give way.  Mark 11:23 "I tell you the truth, if anyone says to this mountain, 'Go, throw yourself into the sea,' and does not doubt in his heart but believes that what he says will happen, it will be done for him. NIV
One last thing; you can’t let time dictate the outcome of your faith, you must give room for the results to come when everything has run its course or your faith has mastered the reality of the promise.
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
