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Your Priestly Calling
Num 3:27 To Kohath belonged the clans of the Amramites, Izharites, Hebronites and Uzzielites; these were the Kohathite clans. 28 The number of all the males a month old or more was 8,600. The Kohathites were responsible for the care of the sanctuary. 29 The Kohathite clans were to camp on the south side of the tabernacle. 30 The leader of the families of the Kohathite clans was Elizaphan son of Uzziel. 31 They were responsible for the care of the ark, the table, the lampstand, the altars, the articles of the sanctuary used in ministering, the curtain, and everything related to their use. 32 The chief leader of the Levites was Eleazar son of Aaron, the priest. He was appointed over those who were responsible for the care of the sanctuary. NIV

Num 4:1 The Lord said to Moses and Aaron: 2 "Take a census of the Kohathite branch of the Levites by their clans and families. 3 Count all the men from thirty to fifty years of age who come to serve in the work in the Tent of Meeting. 4 "This is the work of the Kohathites in the Tent of Meeting: the care of the most holy things. 5 When the camp is to move, Aaron and his sons are to go in and take down the shielding curtain and cover the ark of the Testimony with it. 6 Then they are to cover this with hides of sea cows, spread a cloth of solid blue over that and put the poles in place. 7 "Over the table of the Presence they are to spread a blue cloth and put on it the plates, dishes and bowls, and the jars for drink offerings; the bread that is continually there is to remain on it. 8 Over these they are to spread a scarlet cloth, cover that with hides of sea cows and put its poles in place. 9 "They are to take a blue cloth and cover the lampstand that is for light, together with its lamps, its wick trimmers and trays, and all its jars for the oil used to supply it. 10 Then they are to wrap it and all its accessories in a covering of hides of sea cows and put it on a carrying frame. 11 "Over the gold altar they are to spread a blue cloth and cover that with hides of sea cows and put its poles in place. 12 "They are to take all the articles used for ministering in the sanctuary, wrap them in a blue cloth, cover that with hides of sea cows and put them on a carrying frame. 13 "They are to remove the ashes from the bronze altar and spread a purple cloth over it. 14 Then they are to place on it all the utensils used for ministering at the altar, including the firepans, meat forks, shovels and sprinkling bowls. Over it they are to spread a covering of hides of sea cows and put its poles in place. 15 "After Aaron and his sons have finished covering the holy furnishings and all the holy articles, and when the camp is ready to move, the Kohathites are to come to do the carrying. But they must not touch the holy things or they will die. The Kohathites are to carry those things that are in the Tent of Meeting. NIV
I. It is so very important that we take very serious our position in the kingdom of God and our importance to His call upon our lives. 

1. We must fight within ourselves from becoming familiar with our Christianity and our relationship with God. The old saying “Familiarity breeds contempt!” is a right saying. Meaning that we can become so familiar with something that we take it for granted. We must guard against that when it comes to God, His ways, and our relationship to Him.
a. We are wise re-born humans, wise sons and daughters of God, and wise priests onto the most High if we take very serious our position in the kingdom of God.
b. If we fall into the trap of complacency with our relationship with God we will not delight in Him nor appropriate the joy and power we need in this world.

II. Besides our sonship to God, our priestly calling and the honor that comes with it must remain as a constant reminder who it is we minister to first.
A. You can be so busy with the things of God that you forget Him. Things of God= prayer, bible reading, church services and the like.
1. Our first and foremost ministry is to be a priest who ministers to God in worship and spiritual service from our heart, mind and spirit. 1 Peter 2:9 But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. 10 Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy. NIV
1 Peter 2:4 As you come to him, the living Stone — rejected by men but chosen by God and precious to him— 5 you also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. NIV
2. If we don’t have time for God we are like the priest who would not take their position as a priest serious. They could go through the motion and soon forget who they were ministering to and fall into sin. A good example of not taking our position serious: Lev 10:1 aron's sons Nadab and Abihu took their censers, put fire in them and added incense; and they offered unauthorized fire before the Lord, contrary to his command. 2 So fire came out from the presence of the Lord and consumed them, and they died before the Lord. 3 Moses then said to Aaron, "This is what the Lord spoke of when he said: "'Among those who approach me I will show myself holy;in the sight of all the people I will be honored.'" Aaron remained silent. NIV
B. Learn to practice ministering to the Lord as He would have you.

1. He wants your time and presence as much as you want His.

2. He wants you to eat the shewbread and commune with Him. This is a call to intimacy and not religion.(Murl, share how the priest ate the shewbread.)( It would be prepared, fashioned, baked and then placed on the table of showbread. Then every Sabbath they would eat the last weeks showbread and placing the new showbread.)(This now represent our communion.)
3. He wants you to appreciate your salvation in Jesus, but He wants your intimate fellowship more.

III. If you believe and can accept the fact that through Jesus you are a priest unto God and then are willing to make Him the center of our life you will see glorious things.

A. Remember, from the priests ministry to God came their ministry to others.  Your life to others, children, wife/husband, family and friends will only flow properly as you minister to God first.
1. The reason so many Christians don’t realize power, prosperity, joy, and peace is because they are only ministering to themselves instead of God first.

God told me that I could carry the gold, meaning the ark, but if I chose to bake the bread and then place it in His presence I would commune with Him and fellowship in His sweet presences.
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
